If your degree is not an accredited degree OR your degree is from outside the    

      UK, you will be subjected to Academic Assessment by the institution; to ensure  

      that your academic studies are complying with the Engineering Council ECUK    

      standards and that they were adequate to provide you with the engineering  

      basics 

2. By completing your degree you should be at least had completed 5 years of     

    engineering courses study OR 3 years followed by a master’s degree. 

   3. You have adequate years of proven professional experience subsequent to  

       your academic degree OR a master’s degree (required ONLY for Chartered            

       Engineer CEng registration) 

   4. Submit Proven and documented record of your claimed professional            

        experience; elaborating on ALL your achievements and tasks since your   

       graduation to be evidence on your further learning  

   5. Undergoing written test or personal interview or BOTH according to the         

        institution’s policy (required ONLY for Chartered Engineer CEng registration)
